After Cyprus in 2006 and Brazil in 2008, Imstyear the trophy went to the Federal
Republic of Germany. The trophy was presentedea¥lorld Renewable Energy Congress
XlI'in Abu Dhabi, UAE to Acting Ambassador Frank Neann, who received the award on



behalf of Dr. Norbert Rottgen, the Federal EnvireminMinister of the Federal Republic of
Germany. The trophy was presented in a speciairmarg by Prof. Ali Sayigh, chairman of
WREC.

The WREC / Ali Sayigh Trophy is awarded every tvaass at the World Renewable Energy
Congress to the country that has added most rehewabrgy to its portfolio in the two years
preceding the WREC conference. The decision oéttaduation committee was announced
by its chairman, Prof. Thorsteinn |. Sigfusson,eBtor General of The Innovation Center
Iceland. The committee based its results on data & number of sources such as the
International Energy Agency (IEA) as well as oféicligures of the countries evaluated.
